Qualified Opinion

We have audited the accompanying campaign period financial statements - Form 4 of Taranvir Dhaliwal
(the "Candidate") which comprise the statement of Campaign Period lncome and Expenses, the Calculation

of Surplus and Deficit, and attached schedules of Contributions and of Fund-Raining Events and Activities,

and a cover page with the Candidate's information related to October 24, 2022 Municipal Election, in

accordance with the accounting requirements of Sections 88.25 of the Municipal Elections Act, 1996

tn our opinion, except for the possible effects of the matter described in the Basis for Qualified Opinion

paragraph, the accompanying campaign period financial statements present fairly, in all material respects,

the campaign period financial transactions of Taranvir Dhaliwal as at August3t,2023, and in accordance

with the accounting requirements of Sections 88.25 of the Municipal Elections Act, 1995.

Basis for Qualified Opinion

Due to the inherent nature of the transactions of electoral compaigns, the completeness of contributions

and other revenue and expenses is not susceptible to satisfactory audit verification. Accordingly, our
verification of these amounts was limited to the amounts recorded in the campaign's accounting records

and we were not able to determine whether any adjustments might be necessary to contributions and

other revenue and expenses.

We conducted our audit in accordance with Canadian generally accepted auditing standards. Our

responsibilities under those standards are further described in the Audito/s Responsibilities for the Audit

of the Financial Statements section of our report. We are independent of the Candidate in accordance with
the ethical requirements that are relevant to our audit of the financial statements in Canada, and we have

fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these requirements. We believe that the audit

evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion.

Basis of Accounting

Without modifying our opinion, draw attention to the basis of accounting of the Campaign Period Financial

Statements, which is that presentd in Form 4 as prescribed under the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. As a
