August 1st is an important day in Canadian history that marks the liberation of
African people and their descendants from slavery. On August 1st, 1834, the
British parliament enacted the Slavery Abolishment Act of 1833, which
marked the end of slavery of people of African descent across the British
Empire including Canada.

Emancipation means freedom. The Black Youth Empowerment Advocates of
Peel’s mission and vision aligns with emancipation and upholds the value of
supporting youth find their voice and take on leadership roles within their
communities.
